The Sustainable Forestry Initiative (SFI) is the largest single forest certification program in the world, and is a globally recognized North American (United States and Canada) standard composed of principles, objectives, performance measures and indicators, supporting sustainable forest management and responsible sourcing.  Through its certified sourcing requirements, the SFI® program stands apart from other forest certification programs by supporting and promoting sustainable forest management practices across all landowner ownerships, including family forest landowners.

The SFI program responds to local needs and issues across North America through 37 SFI Implementation Committees at the state, provincial or regional level. This unique grassroots network involves private landowners, independent loggers, forestry professionals, local government agencies, academics, scientists, and conservationists.  SFI Implementation Committees promote the SFI 2010-2014 Standard as a means to broaden the practice of responsible forestry and achieve on-the-ground progress. 

SFI Implementation Committees support and promote efforts to educate and assist family forest landowners and to encourage them to apply principles of sustainable forest management on their lands.  SFI participants are also required to encourage landowners who sell their timber to reforest following harvest and to use Best Management Practices to protect water quality by providing these landowners with information on the environmental and economic advantages of these practices.  

To assist SFI Implementation Committees, SFI program participants and family forest landowners, SFI Inc. has compiled this SFI Landowner Outreach Information Portal.  Through this portal, visitors will find information regarding various aspects of forestland management, as well as logger training programs, to assist landowners in their land management planning.
