Certification to the SFI'Standard is conducted by
independent third-party auditors.

70% of all certified forests in North America
is certified to the SFI Standard or a standard
SFl recognizes.

Conerervation
The SFI Standard requires protection of wildlife
habitat, biodiversity, water quality and soil
quality in our forests.

WHAT MAKES SFI DIFFERENT: More Than a Standard

SFl goes beyond forest certification:
With 245 certified sourcing certificates
SFI promotes responsible procurement
of forest products and responsible
management on uncertified lands.

SFl partners: Works closely with
Forest Partners — National Geographic
Society, Time Inc., Pearson and
Macmillan — to grow certification
across the supply chain.

SFl works in communities: 35 local
SHl Implementation Committees work

every day with diverse stakeholders to
improve forest management.

SFl supports conservation grants:
Since 2010 SFI has supported more
than 40 grants with over 150 partners
totaling $4.8 million for conservation
research and best practices.

SFl requires training and education:
Since 1995, more than 140,000 loggers
have received training through SFI-
supported programs.

SFl reforests: SFl requires prompt
reforesting after final harvest to ensure
long-term farest productivity, carbon
storage and conservation of forest
resources.

SFl invests in research: Nearly
$1.4 billion invested in research by SFI
program participants since 1995.

SFl is growing: In 2012, SFl had over
6,000 label requests compared to only 50
in all of 2007. Today, 240 million acres of
forestlands are certified to SFI compared é
to 140 million acres in 2007. ;
