Gretchen Lech opened the meeting at 3:45 pm and welcomed all attendees. Gregor Macintosh provided the Anti-
Trust statement. Attendees provided introductions.

Reflection on

The chair asked for feedback from the group regarding their impressions of the plenary session “Community
engagement Session”. Gretchen indicated that she believed that there are likely missed opportunities in this area,
including in Idaho. Ben Cazell (Rayonier) stated that is company does teacher tours of its PNW operations — these
are well received. In addition, the FL SIC offers a grant opportunity ($500.) to teachers in order to support purchase
of educational material to support what they learned on the teacher tours. Cedric Twight (SPI) stated that SPI also
does teacher tours. Weyerhaeuser reps Andy Weathers and Andy Hopkins stated they too conduct teacher tours.
Idaho also has a similar program. There was a discussion as to whether the TOSA (Teachers on Summer
Assignment) program was still in place as it was seen as a very effective means of engagement although it comes
with a $$ cost. There was also discussion about the extent to which the SFI logo is used/ discussion of forest
certification happens on teacher tours. ACTION: Determine the status of TOSA.

Liz Woodworth led the discussion on community work and highlighted the Oct 10th submission deadline for the next
round of Conservation and Community grants.

Logger Training
Discussion

The Chair then introduced the topic of the Western Reciprocity MoU for logger training. This MOU is in the process
of being updated to include CA and OR (absent from the original MOU). MT and CA SICs will meet later this fall to
discuss the MOU and provide feedback to the other western SICs. ACTION: CA, OR and MT SICs determine status
of Logger Training MoU and their position regarding signing onto MoU.

There was discussion regarding adopting a common template for recording/communicating training credentials
between states in a given region. This would assist in verifying trained logger credentials when loggers move across
state lines assuming there is a reciprocity agreement in place.

Suggestion was that a training records “template” be incorporated in the Guidance of the next version of the SFI
Standards and Rules. ACTION: Investigate the use of a common template for record keeping and communicating
of logger training.

Gregor Macintosh then provided an update on what the Southern SIC is investigating for logger training and
continuing education and harmonizing and or sharing where possible training materials from their respective logger
training programs. The goal is to help eliminate duplication of efforts.

Discussion concluded with a question regarding WA SIC and their decision regarding a two tiered logger training
requirement. WA SIC members in attendance could not remember current status. ACTION: WA SIC to
communicate to neighboring SICs whether they have instituted a two —tier level of logger training.

LEED Outreach

Liz Woodworth then highlighted the LEED ACP and how important is that SICs assist in communicating to the market
and particularly architects the significance of the ACP. It is critical that the ACP is taken up and SFI product is used
in LEED projects to ensure that it becomes a permanent credit within the LEED scheme.

Liz highlighted the materials that SFI has developed to assist in this outreach. For more detailed discussion regarding
LEED and the ACP, SICs are directed to Jason Metnick — SFI lead for the ACP and LEED. This discussion was
complemented well by the following day’s panel on green building, especially Tedrick Ratcliff, from the Mississippi
Forestry Association, who presented on the work they are doing with the local SIC.

Discussion included the importance of having students attend the SFI Conference, including architecture students
interested in green building. The Oregon Forest Resources Institute (OFRI) has produced a new video called ‘Forest
to Frame’ which focuses on the need for wood buildings, associated technologies, and the important role forests

play.

SFI staff provided an overview of review and feedback regarding the status of variances for use of prohibited WHO
1A and 1B chemicals.

Of those in the meeting only one PP had a variance so it was not possible to continue the discussion and get
additional feedback on this item. In the PNW there are two CBs that have issued variances to PPs and three PNW
companies have variances.

ACTION: SFI to reach out to those CBs that have issued variances related to prohibited chemicals to assess the
processes being used to ensure consistency in approaches.
