risk and forests of exceptional conservation value. Chain-of-custody certification means a company 
has a tracking system in place that identifies the amount of certified, uncertified and recycled 
content in the forest products it buys, uses or sells.

Furey, vice president and general manager for Standard Register.  “SFI certification confirms that 
our customers are making an educated, environmental choice about the products they buy.” 
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By achieving SFI certification, Standard Register joins a growing community of companies, land-
owners, and social and environmental organizations all committed to improving forest practices on 
a global scale.  In 2007, the SFI program experienced record growth, including a 750 percent 
increase in locations with SFI chain-of-custody certification that can track products from certified 
forests. Today, SFI has 147 chain-of-custody certifications at 468 certified locations.
