North Carolina

North Carolina is a state rich in forest resources with almost 60 percent, or 18.3
million acres, of the state covered in forests.! Over a million acres are certified
to the Sustainable Forestry Initiative Standard. At the heart of the SFI Program
is the belief that responsible environmental policy and sound business practices
go hand in hand. The management decisions landowners make regarding the
care of their forests have long-term environmental and economic impacts on

all North Carolinians’ quality of life. Healthy forests provide the best wildlife
habitat, clean air, clean water and the base for a host of recreation activities.
Certification to SFI also extends to the market through SFI Chain of Custody and
SFI Certified Sourcing. When consumers see the SFl label on paper, packaging,
or lumber products, they can be confident they are buying wood or paper from
responsibly managed forests and procurement practices. In 2013, SFl initiated a
project in North Carolina through the SFI Forest Partners® Program to encourage
more forest landowners and mill operators to certify to the SFI Standards.
