ON JULY 31, Weyerhaeuser Company
announced achievement of third-party
SFI certification for their U.S. kraft paper
bag plants. With this certification,
Weyerhaeuser is now authorized to use
the SFI Certified Sourcing product label.
Weyerhaeuser, who has supplied paper
bags to retail store customers for over 40
years, is one of the first retail packaging
companies to receive this certification.

To earn the use of the SFI-certified pro-
curement label, two-thirds of a company's
bag raw material must originate from
mills with certified wood fiber procure-
ment systems or recycled paper sources.
Weyerhaeuser exceeds this standard with
75 percent of its bag plants' raw material
qualifying toward the 2/3 requirement.
